My name is Tom Meyer. I am the Cubmaster for Pack 7477, in Stayton. I have been given the assignment to organize the Webelos Woods event for October 8th & 9th.

The schedule is listed above on the first page. As you can see there are seven events, or classes, that are planned on Saturday. We need troops, or packs, to help with six of the events.
